Local road infrastructure
The local road infrastructure around the Calvert landfill is barely coping with significant damage to the roads and a problem caused by large Lorries thundering through local villages and is a major concern.  This concern was amplified by the statement by BCC that the intention was to reduce the number of Lorries by consolidating loads onto larger Lorries.  The Core Strategy does state that access to the Calvert Landfill would be via Woodham Industry off the A41. BCC have confirmed that the Lorries would possibly have trackers to ensure that they remained on the strategic road network.  However they were less certain of the independent operators who may flout that guidance.

The building of the link road through Woodham from the A41 has been estimated about £8million to build.  There is a concern that WRG are likely to increase their inflow of waste to generate the income to build the road (and possibly put themselves in a better light during the selection process) – thereby exacerbating an already difficult situation.  In addition it is unclear as to when the road would need to be in place – when the plant is on line or as part of the build process.  There was significant concern at the thought of construction traffic adding to the already significant HGV waste traffic. 

Municipal waste
Another area of concern is the carbon footprint issue.  BCC confirmed that around 2/3 of municipal waste is generated in the south of the County and while Wapsey’s Wood is the preferred site in that area the feeling was that the Councillors from the south would force it through to select the northern preferred site Calvert

EfW
The lack of information as to the exact dangers and issues of the of the EfW process are of a particularly concern and the by-products of the emissions from the chimney. CGPC also note that no decision has been made on the type of Plant.   
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
